  God Almighty has provided two types of verses for the guidance, teaching and warning 
of mankind; one is the compilation verses that are gathered in the heavenly books and 
in their complete form in the Holy Quran, and the other is the creation verses that 
appear in the heavens and the earth.

The effect and result of the awareness of these verses is such that if a person looks at 
them with a realistic eye, he sees the hand of God's grace and greatness in their 
creation and becomes certain of His existence. 

 

God says in the Holy Quran about the effect of His verses in providing certainty:
